1.The required credits for the degree are 130 credits, including 38 required GE credits, 10 school required credits, core required 60 credits and 22 elective credits.
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2.The maximum credits taken each semester are based on the Guidelines for Student’s Course Selection of NKUHT.
3.Inter-departmental Electives admission are 12 credits maximum. (Including 6 Inter-school credits and Credit Programs.)

7.To graduate, students must complete a minimum of 40 hours of on-campus internship.
